Matinee Scholars

In 2008, I created a 501-C3 non-profit, Matinee Scholars Inc. with the assistance of UNC’s Law Clinic.  Matinee Scholars is designed as a unique, creative, after-school project for at risk middle school students.  Drawing on my professional writing experience and my classroom process here at UNC, I designed Matinee Scholars around a virtual sit-com that the students would write, act, and if possible film episodes for.
